Minutes of OHMHA Board Meeting Monday, June 18, 2007 at 7:30 pm at 3188 Rumsey Drive
Board Members present:  Stuart Baggaley, Henry Brysk, Wendy Carman, Jack Cederquist, Emily Eisbruch, Neal Foster, Greg Jagst, Anita Jones, Peter Mooney, Jill Rheinheimer, Dan Smith and Sandy Smith.  No guests were present. 

1. Call to order at 7:40 p.m.
2. Approval of agenda and May 10 meeting minutes:  Anita Jones corrected the May 10th minutes saying that Denise Schlotfeldt should be added as a signer of the ChemLawn contract; the minutes were approved.  The June 18th agenda was approved without changes.
3. Greg Jagst, our newest board member, was introduced by Pete Mooney.
4. Wendy Carmen submitted the Treasurer’s report showing a balance of $11352.90.  
5. Results of General Election: Stuart Baggaley reported that there were 9 e-mail votes, 9 mailed or delivered votes and 2 votes submitted to the ballot box.  The entire slate of officers was voted for on 19 of the 20 ballots.  The budget was approved on 18 of the 20 ballots.
6. Election of officers:  Jack Cederquist - president, Stuart Baggeley - vice-president, Dan Smith - secretary and Wendy Carmen - treasurer.  All were elected unanimously by secret ballot.
7. Discussion of and vote on the Budget for 2007-2008: 
a. Anita suggested that we put $5000 in a CD to earn more interest.  After some discussion, no action was taken.

b. Emily suggested holding a brainstorming meeting to come up with ideas for using some of our funds;  a subcommittee composed of Peter, Jack (Chair), Emily, Neal and Stuart will pursue this.  Wendy suggested we set a date and let anyone come who is available.

c. Neal suggested we make a contribution to the Thurston Nature Center.

d. Any item over $200 not in the proposed budget has to be approved by the Board.

8. Garage Sale:  Jack reported on the Spring Garage Sale that was held on Friday, May 18th and Saturday, May 19th.  We received some complaints that the signs did not reflect the fact that the sale was on both days.  Stuart said that only about 6 homes participated on Friday – he surmised that most people were working that day.  Thirty-six homes participated on Saturday.  Generally, people were very pleased that we coordinated this neighborhood garage sale.  We need new signs – perhaps ones that could be altered to show different days and/or hours for the sale.  Anita received an angry call early Friday morning from a neighbor who hadn’t seen the ad in the newspaper and who complained that the signs were terrible.
9. Report on the June 6th meeting on the Huron Parkway/Nixon Road intersection:  Dan went for the first hour.  The City of Ann Arbor presented the plan and discussed the history of roundabouts.  There were many complaints from neighbors, most of whom were from Parkway Meadows.  Some issues brought up were that at busy times, traffic backs down Nixon Road and it is very difficult to get out of Kroger and Plymouth Mall.  Another issue is the interaction with the bus stops nearby on Nixon Road. Concerning the pedestrian crossings, they will be well back from the intersection and there will be islands, so that pedestrians will only have to cross one lane of traffic at a time.
10. Report on the care of the Georgetown entrance garden:  Neal reported that he pulled up weeds and gave the garden a good soak.  Everything is looking good.  There is only mulch over the concrete that was left from the brick installation.
11. Round Robin
a. Discussion of the possibility of adding the Bromley subdivision to OHMHA, including an additional 1-2 representatives from Bromley:  Neal thought that the Bromley residents would share many of our concerns.  Bromley had a homeowners’ group, but it died.  We coordinated a garage sale with them 5-7 years ago.  The Bromley and Orchard Hills pools have combined.
b. There was a discussion about mailing flyers/newsletters to the neighborhood.  Bulk mail has to be submitted to the Post Office 2-3 weeks ahead and costs about $200 for a mailing to 500 homes.  We would have to establish a bulk mail account and use it often so it does not lapse.  We might want to consider this in the wintertime. 

c. Plymouth Crossings:  Stuart went to the Open House.  The condos are listed from $299,000 to 347,000 and three condos have been reserved so far.

12.   The next meeting will be on Thursday, September 20th at 7:30 pm in the Thurston Library.  Peter will contact the school to reserve the library.  The following meeting will be Thursday, November 15th.
13. Adjournment: Stuart moved that we adjourn and Jack seconded.  The meeting was adjourned at 9:10 pm.
