Minutes of OHMHA Board Meeting Thursday, May 10, 2007 at 7:30 pm in the Thurston Library

 

Board Members present:  Stuart Baggaley, Jack Cederquist, Emily Eisbruch, Neal Foster, Anita Jones, Peter Mooney and Sandy Smith.  No guests were present. 

1. Call to order by Peter Mooney at 7:34 pm

2. Several corrections were made to the March 8 meeting minutes.  The developer of the Plymouth Road Plaza Project is Plymouth Road Plaza, LLC.  The firm carrying out the project at Thurston Pond is the J. F. New Consulting Firm.  Neal Foster moved to approve the minutes, Stuart Baggaley seconded and the minutes were approved.  Stuart moved to approve the May 10th agenda, Anita Jones seconded and the agenda was approved. 

3. Treasurer’s Report:  Wendy Carman e-mailed the Treasurer’s report and a proposed budget.  Anita mentioned that we have had only two treasurer’s reports in the last year, which is insufficient for creating a proposed budget based on last year’s income and expenditures.  We made some changes to the proposed budget document: eliminated categories for New Sign and for Bulk Mail;  raised the Advertising budget to $120; changed Fertilizer to Median Maintenance, budgeted  at $600;  raised Newsletter Printing budget to $1800;  changed Postage to Council People
 to Postage, budgeted at $100;  budgeted Website Expense at $75.  Peter Mooney is going to discuss it with Wendy and ask her for last year’s actual expenses.

4. Garage Sale:  Jack Cederquist will submit garage sale ads, to be highlighted in yellow, for the May 18-19 garage sale. The cost is ~$120.  Neal Foster and Peter Mooney volunteered to plant 15 signs around the neighborhood (each sign is labeled as to where it should go).  The signs will be erected on Thursday and removed late on Saturday or early Sunday. 

5. ChemLawn contract: Stuart volunteered to get ChemLawn to fax a copy of our contract.  Post meeting note:  Stuart got a copy of the contract from ChemLawn.  With a few minor differences, it looks very much like a copy of the contract Anita had at the meeting.  It was signed by Denise Schlotfeldt on 31 October 2005.  It is a 3 year contract, so presumably that means it is valid for 06, 07, and 08.

6. Nixon/Huron Parkway Intersection: A roundabout is proposed at this intersection.  Peter talked with Igor Kotlyar of the City of Ann Arbor Traffic Engineering Dept.  Igor said the Nixon/Huron Pkwy intersection was not ideal for a traffic light because there would be too many traffic lights too close to one another.  There will be a meeting about the proposed traffic circle on Wednesday, June 6th from 6:30-9:00 pm at Parkway Meadows.  A description of the project can be found on the Ann Arbor City website at

7. Update on Plymouth Road Plaza: Peter spoke with Matt Kowalski, the City Engineer.  The holdup of this project, based on ownership, is now resolved, but the developer has not yet pulled any permits, which would be the next step.  Peter was not able to reach Jack Edelstein of Plymouth Road Plaza, LLC, the developer, so there was no second meeting between Mr. Edelstein and Board members.  Neal Foster said that Jack Edelstein wanted to achieve “Leadership in Energy and Environmental Design” (LEED) status for Plymouth Road Plaza. 

8. Interaction with Planning Commission:  Anita saw a notice in the newspaper requesting people who wanted to interact with the Planning Commission to call the listed phone number.  The Board decided not to take any action on this.

9. Elections – Report of Nominating Committee:  Persons running for re-election are Anita Jones, Stuart Baggaley, Peter Mooney, Neal Foster, Wendy Carman and Emily Eisbruch.  The election will be held at the Thurston Ice Cream Social on Friday, June 1st  from 6-8 pm.  Stuart and Neal volunteered to man our table at the Ice Cream Social.  Ballots can also be mailed or delivered to Stuart Baggaley.  Emily volunteered to ask Dan Smith to set up website voting again.  Sandy Smith will send out an e-mail to the OHMHA residents list asking for persons interested in filling the open position on the Board.
